[bookmark: Year_7]The Music curriculum at Settle College aims to give all students a well-rounded and sequential music education that will make them culture and knowledge rich as they transition into adulthood. Music pervades almost every part of our society, consequently, we firmly believe that Music should be accessible to all students. We encourage students to have open minds as they discover different styles of music from different countries and eras, many of which are reused in modern settings. The curriculum for music is split into three disciplines: performing, composing, and appraising and we support all students in their development these skills as musicians throughout the curriculum. These skills start at a foundational level from year 7 and then gradually get more complex throughout KS3, KS4 and beyond. At KS4, the GCSE is delivered through these same areas of discipline, and so we work backwards to ensure that students have what they need to succeed and access learning at GCSE and beyond.
